Tampa Bay offers an endless variety of colorful dining options that are taking patrons to new heights. 
Enjoy a drink with sweeping downtown views at either Sal Y Mar roo�op, located atop the 
Alo�/Element Midtown, and SIX roo�op lounge at the JW Marrio� Tampa Water Street. The 
inaugural edition of the MICHELIN Guide Florida has been revealed!

Other local favorites include M.Bird, located atop the popular food-hall, Armature Works, which has 
one of the best sunset views of downtown Tampa and the Hillsborough River. Visitors can also take a 
tour of Tampa Bay’s award-winning cra� beer scene with the virtual Bay Cra�ed Pass.Roo�op drinks at M. Bird

“Hav-a-Tampa” cigar and see how Historic Ybor City turned Tampa into the Cigar Capital of the World. 
Today, skilled tabaqueros still roll cigars by hand. Enjoy the live music while sipping a café con leche or 
enjoy one of the district’s signature restaurants or nightclubs. Sample the official sandwich of the City of 
Tampa, the original Cuban Sandwich, which was invented specifically for Ybor City cigar rollers. Visit 
Cuba without a passport by stepping through the gates of José Marti Park, where the land has been 
owned by the Cuban people since the 1950s in honor of the famed Cuban revolutionary fighter. The 
Official Ybor City Walking Tours keep the neighborhood’s history and influence alive. Be sure to keep an 
eye – and an ear – out for Ybor City’s oldest residents, wild chickens that strut through the streets.

The 2.6-mile (4 km) Tampa Riverwalk links together some of downtown Tampa’s most popular 
a�ractions, hotels, museums and parks like gems on a string. At one end, visit Sparkman Wharf, a 
popular outdoor food hall on the Tampa Bay waterfront. Stroll to the other end of the Riverwalk to 
Armature Works and the Heights Public Market, which houses over 18 unique dining options. Looking 
for good food with an even be�er view? Watch the sunset on the Tampa Bay waterfront from Ulele or 
the Sail Plaza.

The Tampa Bay Buccaneers (NFL) made 
history when they took home the Lombardi 
Trophy in Super Bowl LV at Raymond James 

Stadium. The Bucs became the first team to ever host, play, and win the Super Bowl in 
their home city. The celebration continued when the Tampa Bay Lightning (NHL) 
captured back-to-back Stanley Cup titles in 2020 and 2021, before returning to the 
Finals for a 3rd straight year. The Tampa Bay Rays (MLB) also won the American 
League pennant in 2020 and continued the success into 2021, winning 100 games for 
the first time ever. The Tampa Bay Rowdies (USL) captured back-to-back USL 
Eastern Conference Titles in 2020 and 2021.
